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The Camera Club for Beginners
By Kathy Silbernagel

Being a new photographer and being new to Photoshop
can be two daunting experiences. Camera manuals
seem to be written in Greek, but you are eager to get

off the Auto Mode and take more control over your
shots. Photoshop books seem to be written in Arabic,
but you are eager to learn how to make those

adjustments for minor corrections and those for more

dramatic effects. And if you decide to take on printing

your own images, a thousand other questions surface.

The Traverse Area Camera Club presents a number of
terrific opportunities for Beginners to learn. In fact, the
very purpose of having the club is to create a venue for
the members at all levels to improve their photography
skills.  We are all learning, particularly given the
complexity of digital cameras and of Photoshop. But
being a Beginner presents a particular problem -
sometimes you donot know
guestions t o ask. It ds
attending, listening, reading and experimenting on your
own, you will be amazed how quickly your skills will
improve. Here are just a few ways that the club can
help.

Digital Meetings. A direct teaching effort is
behind the idea of the monthly Digital Meetings. These
meetings are held on the third Saturday of the month at
9:30 AM. Various members volunteer to teach a
particular aspect of Photoshop and generally there are
handouts to take home for review. Some subjects are
basic in nature and others are more advanced. But as a
Beginner, you can absorb a great deal of information

and terminology just by attending and reviewing the
handouts on your own time. The handouts are always
available online, even if you were not able to attend a
particular class.

A very effective way to learn a particular aspect of
Photoshop is to volunteer to teach a Digital Meeting
class. By consulting Photoshop books or online
tutorials, you can gather information for a pr esentation.
To teach is the best way to learn as everyone who has
taught in these classes has remarked. It may seem
daunting as a Beginner, but you will find that teaching a
class is an excellent way to quickly improve your
Photoshop skills.

Competition.  Perhaps the best place to learn general
photography skills is by attending Competition which is
held on the first Monday of the month at 7:00 PM. It is

not necessary to submit an image of your own 1 simply
come to see what other members are doing. Not o nly
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discussions of exposure choices, lighting techniques and
general creative approaches to getting a shot. You also
have an opportunity to submit images for discussion
purposes only which means that you do not need to

participate in the scoring process. This would be an
excellent opportunity for a Beginner to show an image

for some feedback, or to seek a solution to a particular

problem. But submitting yo ur images for evaluation, as
frightening as that may seem in the beginning, is an

excellent way to get feedback, advice and guidelines as
to how your skills are progressing.

The Lending Library. The club has a nice collection

of books pertaining to various aspects of
photography. The next time you are at
a regular meeting or a competition
meeting, check some out. Most of the
books have been donated by club
members.

Field Trips. Field trips are not a
regularly scheduled event, but when
they are announced, a Beginner would
be well advised to attend. Usually a field
trip includes only a small group of people
so it is a great opportunity for asking
questions and for seeing how others are
using their cameras and choosing their
shots.

Several club
members have volunteered to help other
members on whatever subject matter
