Batch Editing in Camera Raw
General hint:  go from general (make all good) to specific (make each perfect).  Smaller groups until individual treatment on a few.   
Option 1: Edit in CR 

For groups needing same edit as easily determined by looking at thumbnails.  Easiest if you need to make small changes to settings for each image  
1. In CR select multiple images needing same edit, 
2. Ctrl R (or double click a selected image) to open with CR hosted by Bridge,  

3. only first image shows in Preview, but any edits will be applied to all selected.

4. Make edits – even crop.  

5. Yellow triangle appears on thumbnails while CR is updating, then disappears.  

6. Up/down arrow to move through the images bringing each in preview, make individual edits, including adjusting crop. 

Option 2:  Edit by example in Bridge 

For large group of images needing same edit which you can easily determine from thumbnails.  (won’t be able to see a zoomable preview).

Apply Camera Raw Settings command lets you: 
·     Apply Camera Raw Defaults to selected images. 

·     Apply Previous Conversion (last used) to selected images. 

·     Copy settings from an image and apply them to others by pasting   

·     Clear existing settings from an image (will be default, but won’t

·     show settings applied icon on the thumbnail)

·     Apply saved settings from Camera Raw’s Settings folder.

Process: 
1. Open image from the group in CR (double click, ctrl O or Ctrl R)
2. Make Edits

3. Click Done  
4. Choose Edit>Develop Settings>Copy CR Settings (or Ctrl Alt C)

5. Select other images that need this edit

6. Choose Edit>Apply CR Settings>Paste CR Settings (or Ctrl Alt V)

7. If necessary, select the subsets or settings you want to apply from Paste Camera Raw Settings dialog box. 

8. OK.

Option 3:  Edit by Presets  
Good method if you need to make specific small changes to settings for individual image.  
You can apply Presets to selected images for specific controls.  Save settings as subset  (i.e. exposure at 1/4 stop, ½ stop, etc).  Then can choose them in succession for fine tuning an image.  

Make Saved settings appear on Settings menu automatically:  

1. Save in Doc & Settings\User\appl. Data\Adobe\CR\Settings.
2. Also appear in Bridge Edit>Apply CR Settings>Load Settings –  will get them if saved elsewhere

Option 4:  Edit in CR using Synchronize button 

Applies setting of current image to all other selected images – so important to pay attention to which is the current image.  Can zoom and Undo 

1. Open multiple images in CR

2. Click Synchronize button

3. Dialog appears, choose which settings will be applied to selected images  

4. Alt Click to skip the dialog and apply all settings from the current image to the selected images.
